Summer Reading Project 2021
For our assigned book you will complete the following
Chart:

1. You will divide a white piece of paper into 4 equal sections. You will label each section as follows:

a. Setting and Plot

b. Universal Themes

c. Purpose and Structure
d. Resolution and Analysis

2. In each section you will draw or sketch a symbol representation that stands for that specific area in the book you read. You may color this section and be as creative as possible. Please note that the symbols/representations need to correlate with the section, the entirety of the book and its written meaning. 

Writing:

1. On the back of the paper, for each corresponding section, you will explain why you selected such symbol to represent that segment and you will give a brief response as to how that section is important in understanding the meaning of the book as a whole. 
2. On the front of the paper (where your symbols/representations are sketched) you will pick a significant quote from the book that correspond to each the 4 sections. You must include the page number and who said the quote. Each quote must come from different parts of the book (beginning, middle, end).  The quote must be relevant to the section it is provided for. 
3. Before We Were Yours has a myriad of subjects/topics that are both complex and dichotomous (divide in two directions) in nature. Example: Struggling with a loved one’s dementia, adoption from questionable sources, family heritage and acceptance, your “mind ruining you,” etc. Choose one of these topics/subjects and 1. Explain what makes them complex/dichotomous and 2. How the book gives insight and awareness to understand and grapple with the topic/subject.
